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Sec. 13.  The marshal is a peace officer and must execute all processes
issued by the committing magistrate of the city, or directed to him by any
magistrate of the territory ; he must attend regularly upon the courts of said
committing magistrate and the meetings cf the council; he has power b
and with the approval of the council to apyoint one or more deputies, who
shall possess the same power; he shall inake arrests for breach of the
peace, or for commission of a crime or misdemeanor within the city limits,
with or without a warrant, as a peace officer may do under the laws of the
territory ; he shall exercise a vigilant control over the peace and quiet cf
the city, and is keeper of the city jail or house of correction, unlesss other

wige provided by ordinance.

Sec. 14. Themarshal must keep a corract record of all arrests made by
him or his deputies, showing the time, cause or complaint upon which
said arrest was made, and must make 2 full and complete report, in
writing, each month to the city ccuncil, or whensoever demanded by said
council.

Ste. 15. The committing magistrate of the city shall. hefore exercising
any of the functions of his office, give such a bond to the city in such sums
and conditions as the council may require. He must keep a proper account
of all fines, costs or other moneys received by him when acting under and
by the authority of this act. and he must pay to the treasurer monthly all
city moneys and fines by him collected, and take duplicate receipts there-

for., one of which he must file with the clerk.

Sec. 16. The powers and duties of all other officers of the city shall be
prescribed by ordinance.

Sgc. 17. The official books and papers of all the city oflicers are city
property, and must be kept as such by such officers auring their continu-

ance in office, then delivered to their guccessors.

Spe. 18. The official books and papers of any officer mentioned in this
act may be inspected at any time by a committee of the council appointed

for that purpose.
CHAPTER VIII.
ORDINANCES.

Sgorion 1. All ordinances and resolutions, or orders for the appropri-
ation or payment of money shall require, for their passage and adoption,
the concurrence of a majority of all the members of the council. No
ordinance shall refer to more than one subject, which shall be clearly
expressed in its title, and no ordinance or section thereof shall be revised
or amended, unless the new ordinance contains the entire ordinanea
or section revised or amended, and the ordinance or section so amended

shall be H'}»(-;llwl.

Spe. 2. All ordinances, after their approval, shall be forthwith

recorded in a book kept for that purpose, which record shall be authentic-
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ated by the signatures of the presiding officer and the clerk; all those of a
general and pe ‘manent nature, and those imposing fine, penalty or forfeit-
ure, shall be piiblished in some newspaper of general circulation within the
city, and it shell be a sufficient defense to any suit or prosecution for such
fine, penalty o - forfeiture to show that no such publication was made; all
such ordinanc s shall take effect and be in force at the expiration of five
days after they have been published.

CHAPTER IX,

{” T OF THE COLLECTECTION OF TAXES.

|
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SecrioN 1. The common council, at its first regular meeting in May in
each year, shall estimate the amount of taxes to be raised for géneral mun-
icipal purposes, and for any special purpose for which a tax is authorized
for the ensuing year, which determination shall be entered at large upon
its records. The council at such meeting shall also determine
from the assessment roll of the preceding year the rate of taxation which
will be necessary to produce the required revenue as near as may be.

Sec. 2. The city clerk shall, on or before the third Monday in August
of each year, certify to the county auditor of Spokane county a list of all
real estate in said city, with the valuation thereof, as shown by
the assessment roll of said county; as equalized by the county com-
missioners; also, a list of all residents of said city liable to pay
a poll tax or a tax on personal property, which list shall show the amount
of poll tax due from each person thereon, and the amount of tax due for
general municipal purposes, and the amount due for any special municipal
pupose, upon each parcel of real estate and from each person listed thereon,
in separate columns.

Ske. 3. The county auditor shall thereupon extend the same upon the
general assessirent roll of said county, and certify the same to the county
treasurer, who shall proceed to collect such tax in the same manner, at the
same time, and with the same power to enforce payment as in the case of

county and territorial taxes.

Skc. 4. All such taxes and all poll tax collected of residents of said
city shall belong to said city, and the county treasurer shall place all taxes
collected by him to the credit of said city.

Sgc. 5. The street commissioner of said city shall collect of every resi-
dent therein liable by the laws of this territory to pay a road poll tax the
sum of four dcllars, or the value thereof in labor, in the same manner and
with the same powers, duties and authority as the road supervisors of this
territory collect such tax.

Sge. 6. All money and labor collected pursuant to the provisions of
the preceding section shall belong to said city, and shall be expended on the
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
