The . Democratie Ideal & fading a enfs’th Amgerica This wag
“llustrated graphically on the ediforial pape of last week's Eas
terner. Two editorials appeared ftitled, “Democracy’s Last
Chanee”, and “Amefican System Doomed?”, The content of the
editorials &5 immaterial. Théir titles alone “mdicate the growing
(oubt in the minds of many == fo validily of the democratic
adeal in the modern world

The February 21 issue of the Saturday Review featured an
arlicic by Mr, Roberf M. Hufchins, President of the Fund: for the
Republic, titled, “is Democracy Pos@ible?’. In i he raises threc
basic quesfsons about the application of democratic principles
‘i the modern world: Is the ‘idea of govermment by the people
applicable in modern labor unions? Can the theory of democratic
conirol be applied fo the vital area of defermining and imple-
menfing foreign policy? Is i possible i establish democratic in
siiutions - former colerial areas and 'if so, ‘s i possible for
these peoples to accomplish the degree of modernization and
industrialization  which they desire under such democratic in-
stitutions?

However, the doubis about the validily of the Democratic ideal
go deeper than this. They are doubis about the basic assump-
tions of the democratic philosophy. We in America bave always
believed Lhat the people want to govern themselves. In the light
of medern experience it secms that people do not want to be
Lothered with self government. They are foo busy wiltk the
amusements and distractions that come with a high standard
of living. We have always assumed that the people are ecapable
of sell-government, and that somehow—just because there are o
many of them—they would slways make the right decision. But
it the present era of Madison Avenuc managed pohtical cam-
paigns. the captive conservative press, the highly techpieal and
complicated nature of government, and the widespread lethaTgy
and lack of interest on the part of the pecple there' s 2 justs-
fiable doull as w0 whether the pcople are capable of self-govern-
ment

Il the American people o longer want fo be bothered with
governing themselves, if they are mo lgnger willing to make
themselves capable of poverning themselves no matter what the
cost ar difficulty  involved, then the American systom & truly
doomed. There & an old saying that . a democracy people got
the kind of government they deserve. There s no doubt in oy
mind that if the American people allow their political system to
dic n cxchange for an “easier” tolalitarian system, they will
get the kind of government they deseIve. Democracy & not an
casy way of life. & demands more of the people voluniarily than
any totalllarianism has ever been able to get al the point of a
havonet Perhaps. for this reason democraey i5 impogsible. Bug
for the gake of our children, I hepe noi.—B. B

ing itself as the Treco
spokesman, in matlers of par-
ty policy, for the national Dem-
veratic party, If this 5 the
case, 1L represents a drastic de-
parture from the tradliional
practices of American politi-
cal parfies. In the past, party
policy  originated  primarily
from the Prosident, or the con-
gressional. Jeaders in the case
of the opposition party. When
the time came 1o select a pres-
Identizil candidatc the choice
was usually dictated by z gal.
axy of parly greats consisting
of ex-preésidents, ex-presiden-
tial candidates, governors of
key states, prominent congress-
men, and a few higcity politi-
cal bosses. With the recent
growth of urban power, the
corresponding decling of the
political “boss” the increasing
strength of western sectional
interests, and the menacing
threal of doctrinaire “miove-
ment-ism™ m both nparties, this
system of candidate selection
has proved itself incapable (in
the case of the Democratic par-
ty) of selecting a man who fits
the most important require.
ment of all—the-ability to win.
It now appears that the selec-
tion in 1960 will be made fo a
great oxtent by the Democratic
advisory council T be sure,

the old Kingmakers will still

be there, and the clandestine
meetings m the smoke-filled
lace. But
the choice of a candidate -will
bhe maore cr less diclaied by the
previously established policies

which he will mherit from the

National Advisory Council. The
significant thing here 1 that
the iraditional relationghip of
the candidate and the platform
has been reversed. Instead of
tailoring the platform fo fif the
candidate, the convention in
1960 will have fo select & can-
didate 'who ¢an measure up to
the already clearly established
platform promulgated hy the

Advisory Council.
